Materials for class

This class focuses around not only on lecture and laboratory experiences but also assignments that are descriptive in nature. Homework

Expect homework on avg.2 to 4 nights per week so get use to it.

Assignment types

Formal:  work is expected to be higher quality, soph. level work.  Formal assignments are usually completed on plain white paper (examples might include computer generated work, appropriate coloring and labeling, titled and bordered etc.)

Informal:  student simply writes answers down on standard paper and turns it in.
