Kaplan – Fall 2007 

Course Description (1 Semester -- 1 Credit)

     Kaplan’s ACT program is a commercial test preparation course designed to take away the mystery of the exam and relieve fear and anxiety by reviewing subject content, introducing test-taking strategies, and developing test-taking skills. Kaplan students learn how to think their way to the right answer.

     The course will consist of lecture/teaching and 4 full-length ACT practice exams. The course materials include a computer-analyzed diagnostic exam, personalized study plan-based on results of diagnostic exam, course book, reference materials, instructor-led classes, and the 4 practice but actual previously released full-length exams.

General Expectations

1. This course is student-driven. You are expected to use class time to work on assignments that will benefit you the most.

2. Know the calendar. Make sure that you know where you are expected to be each day.

3. Ask questions. Use this opportunity to refine your understanding of difficult concepts.

Grading 

1. Class Participation (being prepared for class, bringing book to class, participating in teacher-driven questioning, completing in-class assignments)

2. Kaplan Project (includes four phases due periodically throughout the semester)

Classroom Policies

1. After an absence, it is your responsibility to make up the work that was completed during class time on that day. The in-class work is not excused if you are absent.

2. You must have your Kaplan binder with you every day in this class. This responsibility is part of your class participation grade.
