“Dress For Success” 
1.) Shirts  (Solid Colors Only—No Logos) -- All Shirts must be a solid color t-shirt, turtleneck, or collared shirt.  The shirts can be short or long sleeved and must be worn tucked in, all the way around, with belt showing.  No sleeveless shirts will be permitted.   

2.) Sweatshirts/Sweaters/Pullovers (Solid Colors Only—No Logos)   

*All sweatshirts and sweaters (and/or cardigans) must be solid in color, hemmed, and worn below the   waist – no lower than mid thigh.

*Sweater vests must also be solid in color and need to be worn over an appropriate shirt.

*Hooded sweatshirts/sweaters will be permitted.  (Solid Colors – No Logos)

3.) Pants, Skirts, Shorts, Skorts, Jumpers, and Dresses  (Solid Colors Only – No Logos) – These items of clothing must be Tan, Navy, or Black in color. 
Pants (slacks/corduroys) and Capri pants must be worn at the waist, to prevent sagging.  Pants should have no pockets other than the regular pockets on standard pants (no cargo pockets.)  Pants must have hems - no "cut-offs."  Bottom of pants should not touch/drag floor.  *Leather pants will not be permitted.  *Overalls will not be permitted.  *Pants containing glitter will not be permitted.  

Skirts, Jumpers, and Dresses must meet the required length (mid thigh).  If any of these items have a slit, the slit may not be shorter than the required length.  Jumpers must be worn with an appropriate shirt.  (see "shirts") *No Leather.  

Shorts and Skorts must meet the required length (mid thigh).  They must have standard pockets as stated in "pants".  Also, they must have hems -- no "cut-offs".  *No Leather. 

No Denim/Jeans (shirts or pants) are allowed except on days designated by the school.  

Nylon Jogging Pants must be solid in color.  *These pants must be Royal Blue, Navy Blue, or Black in color and must be worn with an appropriate shirt.  (see "shirts")  No sweat pants will be permitted.

A Belt must be visibly worn and buckled with any garment containing belt loops.  Belts must be worn inside loops.

No clothing (including shirts, sweatshirts, sweaters, pullovers, pants, skirts, shorts, skorts, jumpers, and dresses) with words, logos, or designer labels are allowed except those that contain the James T. Alton logo, the logo of a J.T.A. school sponsored club/activity, or the logo of a Hardin County School.

Other:

-Wallet chains and chains on apparel are not to be worn.

-Key chains should not be visible.

-No sunglasses should be worn in the building.

-No artificial hair color (blue, green, orange, pink, etc.).

-Shoes will need to be laced and tied.

-Ties may be worn with a collared shirt (no logos, inappropriate pictures and/or wording will be allowed)

-No clothes may be worn inside out.

-For safety reasons clothes should not cover the students’ hands.

-Hats/Gloves must be removed upon entering the building.

-No wristbands

-Apparel must have school appropriate content and clothing with handwriting does not meet the standards of our dress code.

-No bandanas, sweatbands, scarves, combs (picks) or other headwear (head-coverings) will be worn in the building.     

-Coats are not to be worn in the classroom.  

***Items in the “Other” category apply to dress down days.

Any other dress code issues will be left to the discretion of the school administrator.
